Children of the Day - walk in the Son Shine of His Word...
Ep 5:8-9 For at one time you were darkness, but now you are light

in the Lord. Walk as children of light (for the fruit of light is found in
all that is good and right and true).

The Day of the 1ord

"Now concerning the times and the sea-
sons, brothers, you have no need to have
anything written to you. 2For you yourselves
are fully aware that the day of the Lord will
come like a thief in the night. 3While people
are saying, “There is peace and security,”
then sudden destruction will come upon
them as labor pains come upon a pregnant
woman, and they will not escape. “But you
are not in darkness, brothers, for that day to
surprise you like a thief. For you are all
children of light, children of the day. We are
not of the night or of the darkness. 6So then
let us not sleep, as others do, but let us
keep awake and be sober. 7For those who
sleep, sleep at night, and those who get
drunk, are drunk at night. 8But since we be-
long to the dayv, let us be sober, having put
on the breastplate of faith and love, and for
a helmet the hope of salvation. °For God
has not destined us for wrath, but to obtain
salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ,
Owho died for us so that whether we are
awake or asleep we might live with him.
"Therefore encourage one another and
build one another up, just as you are doing.

2Pe 1:19 And we have something more sure,
the prophetic word, to which you will do well to
pay attention as to a lamp shining in a dark
place, until the day dawns and the moming star
rises in your hearts.

Walking in Darkness: in impenitence and un-
belief that ultimately leads to destruction.

Ro 13:12-14 The night is far gone; the day is at
hand. So then let us cast off the works of dark-
ness and put on the armor of light. Let us walk
properly as in the daytime, not in orgies and
drunkenness, not in sexual immorality and sen-
suality, not in quarreling and jealousy. But put
on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision
for the flesh, to gratify its desires.

Ep 5:11 Take no part in the unfruitful works of
darkness, but instead expose them.

Ep 5:15-16 Look carefully then how you walk,
not as unwise but as wise, making the best use
of the time, because the days are evil.

Sobriety: Temperate, moderate, and a with a
kind of seriousness.

Breastplate of faith and love, and the helmet of
the hope of salvation. (cf. Ep 6:11, 14)

He 10:24-25 And let us consider how to stir up
one another to love and good works, not ne-
glecting to meet together, as is the habit of
some, but encouraging one another, and all the
more as you see the Day drawing near.
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
